Colantonio. National Museum of Capodimone, Naples content of Volume III). It not only provides a line-by-line explication of the rule
but places Franciscan observance in a historical context extending from Christ
and his disciples through the desert fathers. It can also be read as a critique of
the order in Angelo’s time, as well as a meditation on obedience.

The commentary was written for a group committed to observance of the
Franciscan rule yet technically not part of the order at all, a collection of small,
more or less eremitical communities spread out through the mountains of
central Italy.
